SCA Leaders On
Mission to Egypt

NEW YORK — An historic
mission to Egypt will be made by
the Synagogue Council of America
next month. Fifteen leaders of the
national Orthodox, Conservative
and Reform rabbinic and lay
bodies of American Judaism will
meet in Cairo for the first time
with President Anwar Sadat and
leaders of the Moslem and
Christian_Coptic faiths. The 15
leaders also will meet with Cairo
Jewish community leaders.

The delegation, headed by Rabbi
Saul Teplitz, president of the
Synagogue Council of America,
intends to discuss with Egyptian
authorities a project to identify
and catalog documents and ar-
ticles of Jewish religious and
historical value.

According to Rabbi Henry
Siegman, executive vice-president
of the Council, “The purpuse oi
this historic mission is to
Jewish-Moslem dialogue.
