1. Speaking — administered between April 15t and five days prior to the
written test date

2. Listening

3. Reading

4. Writing

Scoring Point Distribution:

« Speaking = 24 credits (12 credits per task)

« Listening = 26 credits (2 credits per question)

« Reading = 30 credits (2 credits per question)

o Writing = 20 credits (10 credits per essay)
