
DIY Sukkot Art Activities for Grades K-5:

Shapes and Numbers with Hebrew at the Center

Goals: Students will make their own Sukkot out of colored shapes of their choosing, and be able to explain their sukkah using Hebrew words (i.e.

yesh li sukkah im arba malbenim humim, v’ aleh etzim yarokim - I have a sukkah with 4 brown rectangles, and green leaves.)

Materials needed:

Scissors (for students to cut out the shapes and colors)

Construction paper and markers to create additional colored shapes

Tape or glue for them to make the shapes into a Sukkah

Instructions:

Teachers are encouraged to give instructions in Hebrew about which shapes and colors are needed to make the sukkah. And/or students may

make a sukkah and then tell their teacher what shapes and colors they used. The shapes and colors provided are examples but feel free to get

creative with different shapes and colors using the attached vocabulary list. Encourage students to name shapes and colors as they use them.

Colors:

סָגלֹ — purple, violet sa-gol
אָדםֹ — red a-dom
כָּחלֹ — blue ka-ḥol
צָהבֹ — yellow tsa-hov
כָּתםֹ — orange ka-tom
ירָקֹ — green ya-rok
שָׁחרֹ — black sha-ḥor
לָבָן — white la-van
אָפרֹ — grey a-for
חוּם — brown ḥoom
תָּכוֹל — light blue ta-hol

Shapes:

צורה - shape tsura

מַלְבֵּן - rectangle malben

ריבוע - square riboo-a

עיגול - circle eegool

מוֹט - rod mot

קוֹנוּס - cones cones

צִילִינדְֶּר - cylinder cylinder

יהֲַלוֹם - diamond yahalom

אֵלִיפְּסָה - ellipse ellipse

מְשֻׁשֶּׁה - hexagon meshushe

מְתֻמָּן - octagaon metuman

סְגַלְגַּל - oval segalgal

עֵץעֲלֵה - leaf aleh etz
