o We know that you may be scared.
e Although you will not receive the specific details of your letter’s recipient, please share some

personal information including the grade you are in or what you teach, where you live, and



something about yourself or your family. These details will help the reader connect with you.
Tell them about anything you may have done to support Israel, or any specific connection
you have.

¢ Asyou can imagine, Israeli educators are under tremendous pressure at this time. The
Jewish Agency requests that we please prioritize writing to them first.

e Your notes can be as short or long as you wish.
