What does the ceremony include

Open to changes

open to changes and adaptations based on the nature of your 
community, the time frame, and the venue at your disposal. 

Ceremony duration
Our recommendation is that the ceremony not exceed one hour. 
When planning it, it is worth timing yourselves and adapting the 
program to the predefined time frame.

Alternatively, you can bring a 'portable' wall that can move and
be used in various places and events.

On October 7, 2023, the Shabbat of Simchat Torah, Israel 
experienced the deadliest terrorist attack in its history.
At 6:29 in the morning, under a heavy barrage of rocket fire, 
thousands of Hamas terrorists invaded Israel and disabled the 
early detection system along the fence that separates the Gaza 
Strip from Israel.
Riding on vehicles and equipped with weapons, they infiltrated 
IDF bases, kibbutzim in the Gaza Envelope, and the nearby 
towns. By air and on foot, they made their way to the Re'im 
Park, where thousands of Israelis were partying at the Nova 
festival.
Sticking to a meticulous plan, they took control of the main 
roads, making it difficult for Israeli first responders to approach 
the area and attack anyone who tried to escape.
Everywhere they reached, the Hamas terrorists displayed 
unimaginable brutality. They murdered senior citizens, women, 
and children indiscriminately, entire families. They raped, they 
mutilated bodies, they looted everything they could get their 
hands on, and, before leaving, set homes and other property 
on fire, in addition to burning people alive.
Hundreds were taken hostage to the Gaza Strip.
The State of Israel and the IDF were caught off guard. It was 
late afternoon before large and organized IDF forces reached 
the communities that were under attack. Operating under 
impossible conditions, they displayed unmatched heroism and 
engaged the terrorists.  Only after 48 long hours of bloody 
combat did they manage to completely eliminate the threat. 
It was one of the finest hours of many people who acted from 
their hearts and their conscience, while risking their lives. Some 
did not survive.
It was one of the finest hours of Israel's civil society, which from 
the brink of disaster on October 7th joined forces immediately.
Of men and women on the front lines and on the home front. 
Of Israelis who live in the Diaspora and suddenly felt the 
ground ripped from beneath their feet. Some got on planes, 
and many others mobilized in their places of residence to help 
with fundraising, to help increase awareness about the hostage 
crisis, and did so for the good of their community, for the good 
of their home.

During the October 7th attack, 860 civilians )nearly half of them 
at the Nova festival( and 578 soldiers, law enforcement officers, 
firefighters, Shin Bet personnel, and first responders were 
murdered*. Thousands were wounded, of which hundreds 
were in critical condition. 251 people were abducted to the 
Gaza Strip, including children, women, senior citizens, foreign 
nationals, and soldiers. Around 50% are still there.

* The numbers are revised from time to time as a result of new 
forensic and intelligence-related evidence obtained on the ground. 

➋ We have gathered here to mark the first anniversary of 
the October 7th events - events that are unparalleled by any 
means or measurement. Events whose resulting shockwaves 
and upheavals in Israel's civil society and among Israelis and 
Jews across the globe were among the most difficult we ever 
experienced.

Many kibbutzim and communities were severely harmed on October 7th. 
Three of them were critically hurt: Nir Oz, Be'eri, and Kfar Aza.

Shay-Li Atari, a young vocalist who lived on Kfar Aza together with her 
husband, Yahav Wiener z"l, and their infant daughter, Sheya, recounted the 
horrors that she experienced:

"The explosions and the shooting started at 6:30 in the morning. We quickly 
realized that those were not regular rocket sounds, and from our WhatsApp 
group, we understood that terrorists had infiltrated. We closed the safe 
room door, after which voices and yelling in Arabic started. After hearing 
the terrorists outside our home, my husband and I went into quiet mode 
and communicated in pantomime. Using our hands, we agreed that if the 
terrorists come inside - he would hold onto the door, and I would escape 
with Sheya, our month-old baby.

They started opening the window of the safe room, and a hand of one of 
the terrorists made it inside. Then they began pushing the window frame. 
Yahav held onto the window, and I ran outside through the safe room door 
with Sheya in my arms. She slept the entire time and didn't wake up. I 
started running and wanted to go into my neighbors' house. I knocked on 
the door, but they didn't answer. I hid in the bushes, and after that, behind 
doors.  After I heard them approaching again, I went inside the neighbor's 
storage unit. The shooting continued, and I put flower boxes on top of us, 
and for self-defense grabbed a hammer and a chisel.

But then, Sheya started crying and they started coming in our direction. 
Every one of Sheya's cries was just like prey for them. They heard her crying 
and began to get closer. I ran outside and knocked on the neighbors' door, 
who were able to see me thanks to the cameras. I went into the safe room 
with them, together with their three children.

We had some milk that had gone sour and water, and all of us shared them. 
My daughter barely agreed to eat any of it, but it was all we had because I 
was unable to nurse her. Instead of a pacifier - I gave her my finger.

I allowed myself to fall apart only when they came to rescue us from the 
safe room, and that was after the security forces rid the area of terrorists. 
I tried thinking about where my husband was, and started feeling guilty for 
not telling him to come with me."

When they arrived at the hospital, Atari's daughter was not in good 
condition after having inhaled smoke. "The terrorists burned down homes 
and the smoke penetrated the safe room, and all of us inhaled it. I also 
feared that Sheya had been injured due to my running and shaking her 
from side to side. But she was okay. Her condition stabilized."

During the days that Yahav's fate was still unknown, Shay-Li said: "If my 
husband comes back alive and wants to live in the Gaza Envelope - I'll do it. 
Even if he'll want to live in hell, I'll follow him. The important thing is that he 
be alive."

Yahav's body was found three days later. He was 37 at the time of his death.

An excerpt from the testimony provided by 
Assistant Commissioner Shlomit Landes, who heads 
the Investigation Division at the Israel Police:

"We saw the young women wearing their stylish 
jeans or comfortable salwar pants, the girls with the 
tattoos who were there to party…women's shoes…
the long hair, the dreadlocks, the clothes they 
intended to wear to work or celebrate in, or just to 
be with the kids.

"We saw the shiny glitter nail polish. We learned 
that gel nail polish is resistant, even to horrors. 
What used to be a symbol of hope and personal 
grooming for women, became the symbol of a life 
and femininity cut short and abuse.

"Here, women…will not tell you what happened. We 
are unable to help them get closure…most of the 
witnesses to the horrors were also murdered.

"It appears that we still don't know the scope and 
magnitude of the horrors. But we have to tell the 
enlightened world, which talks a lot about the 
right to live in security and women's rights, about 
everything that happened here on October 7th."

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➏ The events of October 7th 
brought us countless stories 
of unsurpassed bravery. Even 
though months have elapsed 
since that awful Shabbat, 
unbelievable stories continue 
to be revealed, nearly every 
day, about the courage 
displayed by Israelis, who left 
everything behind and risked 
their lives in order to save 
others.

Women and men, young and 
older adults, soldiers and 
civilians. Amazing stories of 
bravery continue to emerge 
from the huge darkness:

Tali Hadad from Ofakim, a mother of six who sent her son to the battlefield and 
followed him there. After he was wounded, she kept a level head and evacuated 
him. And then afterward, under fire, continued to evacuate other wounded 
people.

Aner Shapira, a soldier serving in the IDF who attended the Nova festival. While 
dozens of young people were hiding in a portable bomb shelter, Aner stood at 
the entrance and, with his bare hands, tossed out grenade after grenade that 
had been thrown into the shelter.  He continued to do so until he was killed.

Nasreen Yousef, a Druze woman who is a resident of Yated, left her safe room 
and displayed extraordinary courage when she confronted the Nukhba terrorists 
who were tied up in her backyard. Posing as a Muslim woman, she spoke with the 
terrorists and cunningly extracted critical information from them, which she then 
passed on to IDF forces. By doing so, she saved her community.

Rami Davidian, a Patish resident, drove back and forth in his truck from the Nova 
festival site for hours, all the while under fire, and managed to rescue hundreds 
of young people that day.

Members of the Kalmanson family )the "Elhanan Team"( comprised of Elhanan, 
Menachem, and Itiel, who decided to leave their home in Otniel and go to Kibbutz 
Be'eri. Without receiving any orders, for 16 straight hours, they rescued family 
after family, and in total around 100 members of Be'eri who were under siege in 
their homes.
Elhanan was killed in battle, and the team was awarded a special 2024 Israel 
Prize for Civilian Heroism.

An all-woman tank crew made history after plowing ahead with their tank 
towards Kibbutz Sufa and Kibbutz Holit. Together with other commando units, 
they eliminated the threat posed by the terrorists at the two kibbutzim.

The retired generals Israel Ziv, Noam Tibon, and Yair Golan, all in the seventh 
decade of their lives and years after not bearing arms, left the comfort of their 
homes and quickly and fearlessly made their way to the communities in the Gaza 
Envelope. They killed terrorists and rescued civilians and some of the wounded.

Avi Gian, Avi Yudkowsky, and Emmanuel Skaat, United Hatzalah volunteers, 
boarded their ambulance and rushed to the south. They ignored the roadblocks, 
went from one horrific scene to another, and rescued wounded people for more 
than a day. The entire time, bullets were flying over their heads and everything 
was in a state of chaos. 

We're unable to tell you all the stories of the thousands of heroines and heroes 
who were rays of light amid the huge darkness. We're able to tell just a few. 

Today, we remember them as well. We can praise for their acts of courage, and 
embrace the families of those who fell while being there for us. 
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➐ On October 7th, 251 men, women, senior citizens, children, babies, soldiers and 

foreign nationals were abducted from the State of Israel to the Gaza Strip by Hamas 
terrorists. Dozens of the Israelis are also citizens of 33 other countries.

Hersh Goldberg-Polin was one of them. The son of Jon Polin and Rachel Goldberg, he 
was born in California and made Aliyah with his family when he was seven.

On the morning of October 7th, Hersh was at the Nova festival. At 8 am, about an 
hour after the launch of the attack, he sent a text to his family, saying "I love you." Ten 
minutes later, he added: "I'm sorry." Hersh found refuge in the portable bomb shelter 
that would later be called The Bomb Shelter of Death. Hamas terrorists repeatedly 
threw grenades inside. During the attack, Hersh's arm was blown off from the elbow. He 
managed to tie a tourniquet around his injured arm. Survivors from the portable bomb 
shelter shared that they had seen Hersh and other Israelis being abducted by the 
terrorists and put on a truck.

18 days after the abduction, Hersh's mother, Rachel Goldberg, delivered a poignant 
speech at the United Nations.

"…So here I live in a different universe than all of you, she said. "We seem to live in the 
same place, but I, like all of the mothers and all of the fathers, and wives and husbands, 
and children and brothers and sisters and loved ones of the stolen, we actually live on a 
different planet.

And the very cruelest of questions each of us is asked every single day, without 
intended malice, is 'how are you?'

Well, picture your own mother. And then picture her being told that there are only two 
options: you are either dead, or you had your arm blown off and you were kidnapped by 
gunpoint into Gaza. And no one knows where you are or if you bled to death…

Picture your own mother… 

And that is my answer to you when you ask 'how are you?'

That is how all of us here on our planet feel. This planet of beyond pain, our planet of 
no sleep, our planet of despair, our planet of tears."

In the months that have elapsed since October 7th, a few dozen hostages have been 
released. Another handful were rescued by IDF forces in heroic operations. Others 
were shot or killed in captivity.

Since the beginning of the war, the Government of Israel has been negotiating the 
release of the hostages with Hamas. They have not been able to reach an agreement 
that will bring all the hostages home.

Many Israelis who were overseas rushed to return to 
Israel and join the troops.

Many of those who live in the Diaspora sought every 
possible way to extend assistance, raise money, 
send equipment, provide emotional support, and 
advance countless other initiatives.
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All Jews are Responsible for Each Other
Stories of the Lone Soldiers 
Around 7,000 lone soldiers are currently serving in the IDF. Over half of them made 
Aliyah on their own )without their parents or families(. They did so because they 
wanted to contribute to the country, out of a sense of genuine Zionism, although they 
were not required to enlist in the army. 10 lone soldiers were killed while defending 
the communities during the October 7th massacre. Three others were at the Nova 
festival when they were murdered.
There is not enough time to tell the stories of all the young heroes who lost their lives. 
We chose to focus on a few of them:

Sgt. Rose Lubin z"l immigrated to Israel from Atlanta at the age of 18 
with the Garin Tzabar program of the Israel Scouts. She enlisted in 
the army and was deployed in the Border Police. Superintendent Dor 
Biton, her commanding officer, shared the following: "She lived on 
Kibbutz Sa'ad, and on October 7th joined the emergency standby team. 
She guarded the front gate of the kibbutz to prevent the terrorists 

from breaking in. To a large extent, Kibbutz Sa'ad was saved thanks to the emergency 
standby team, and she was part of that team." Rose was killed about a month later in 
a stabbing attack in East Jerusalem. She was 20 at the time of her death. Rose told 
people that she was only five when she started dreaming about becoming a fighter. She 
lived to fulfill her dream - to serve in the most combat position possible.

Sgt. Nathaniel Young z"l was a lone soldier from England. He served in 
Golani's 13th Battalion and was one of the 41 soldiers from the battalion 
who were killed in the terrorist attack. His commanding officer shared 
the following: "He was supposed to deliver a lecture to new recruits 
about the importance of serving in a combat unit. He dreamed of 
joining the Oketz Unit - the IDF's canine unit. Nathaniel was an amazing 

person." After sitting shiva in Jerusalem, his parents decided to fulfill Nathaniel's wish 
and made Aliyah to Israel from England.

Staff Sgt. Binyamin Lev z"l grew up in an Israeli-French family. He 
decided to return to Israel and enlist in the army. Binyamin led an ultra-
Orthodox lifestyle and served in the Hetz Company - comprised of ultra-
Orthodox paratroopers. Because he enlisted in the army after the age 
of 21, he was supposed to serve for only two years. He was scheduled 
to be discharged in December 2023. His mother, Yehudit, shared the 

following about him: "On Shabbat morning, October 7th, his commanding officer asked 
for volunteers from the unit to come and help in the fighting in the south. He wanted 
Binyamin to be one of them because he was an excellent marksman." Binyamin was 
killed by a bullet in the battle that took place on Kibbutz Kfar Aza. He was 23 at the time 
of his death. 

Sgt. Maj. Amir Fisher z"l was six years old when his family left Israel 
and moved to Ghana. At the age of 18, he made Aliyah on his own. He 
passed all the premilitary assessments and screenings, enlisted in the 
IDF, and was deployed in the Duvdevan Special Forces Unit. According 
to his girlfriend, Lior, "he really loved the army. He gave everything he 
could to his country, and fought bravely until the very end. If given the 

choice, he probably would have done everything the exact same way." Amir was 22 at 
the time of his death.

Israeli society applauds and salutes its lone soldiers. Tens of thousands of Israelis have 
accompanied lone soldiers on their last journey. They attend the funerals and come to 
the shiva, and warmly embrace the grief-stricken families who have come from abroad.

Being an Israeli in the Diaspora is trying to pretend 
'routine' when your mind is in the war.

That's what being an Israeli is.

It's being moved by every stranger who expresses support. 
Who smiles at you with kind eyes. Who asks how you're 
feeling.

It's searching all the time for more information, more facts, 
and feeling empty whenever you're not connected.
